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Assignment Overview
I have provided some sources for you all to read around the class themes of science, writing, and technology but this is by no means a comprehensive list—and it is focused around specific topics (memory, the history of communication, story) that I am personally interested in. 

The goal of this mini-project is to help me collect a repository of information about a variety of topics that are interesting to YOU that fall under the course themes. I hope that this assignment will allow you to find/focus on topics that are interesting to you, have a chance to read more on your own, develop research skills, and ultimately develop a collection of sources to help launch project 3 (in March). 

Specifically, I am asking you to help contribute to the texts of the class by finding six sources (two from each theme) to share on the class blog (http://mantheywra110s14.wordpress.com/). These sources could be a video, movie, blog post, magazine article, podcast…anything that talks about one of the three themes. You will want to get my approval about each source before you write about it—so don’t wait until the last minute!

What to Do
1. Find two sources for each topic

a. A good place to start is Google (Scholar), the MSU library, your instructor…

2. Email Katie (gunterka@msu.edu) with a link to each source so I can approve them

a. I am not going to tell you what kind of sources you need—if you find something informal, make a case for why this is something the class might be interested in. If you can convince me through email you can do it! 

3. Once you have approval, you need to write 500 words about the source

a. 200 words summarizing the main points of the source (remember: no one else in the class will have read the source!)
b. 200 words analyzing the source (tell us what to expect as readers: what is the tone? The structure? How are sources used?) Feel free to use quotes in this section to show us what you are talking about. 

c. 100 words telling us why someone interested in this theme should care—convince us that this is worth reading (
4. Post each annotation with an MLA formatted citation as a comment under the appropriate post on the class blog
