Assignment Overview
Peer response, a process of reading drafts of assigned writing and offering constructive feedback, is central to a well functioning writing class. Writing has the most potential for improvement when read and responded to by more than one person. Peer response will not only help improve the writing that is reviewed, but it will give you more practice responding to texts, which will ultimately improve your writing. 

In Project I we used Eli Review exclusively to give and receive peer feedback. For Project 2 we tried a hybrid approach where you used both Eli and f2f feedback. For Project 3, all of the peer review process will happen in class, in small groups where you will read your papers to each other and discuss. When you are done, you will write a blog entry reflecting on the experience (25 points). 
How We Will Do This
1) Take some time and side shadow your paper (see instructions below)
2) Get into groups of three

3) Give a copy of your paper to each person in your group so they can follow along

a. Tell your group members what you are concerned about with your paper—tell them what to listen for

4) Read your paper out loud to them

a. Group members make notes of places that you want to discuss

5) When the author is done reading, discuss the paper

a. Be sure to address things that the author asked you to listen for as well as things that group members made note of while listening. 

6) When you are done, give all copies back to the author

7) Repeat with the next person. 
Side Shadowing [credit to Nancy Welch]
Learning to identify strengths, weaknesses, gaps, and the potential of your own writing is a really valuable skill to develop.  Most of you, when you are writing, are probably thinking things like “this idea isn’t very well developed yet,” “I really like this section because…” or,  “I really need to do more research on __________” .  

Sideshadowing, or simply writing in the margins of your own paper, is a writing strategy that is intended to help you get those comments into your draft so that readers know more about what you are/were thinking as you were writing.  Sideshadowing is a strategy that is meant to get you the kind of feedback you want—specific feedback on specific elements in your paper.  

How to sideshadow your text 

· Make marginal comments (or insert comments as you write) in your own text before giving it to peer reviewers.

· Create questions to pose to your own drafts, questions you would like readers to think about and answer. 
· Don’t ask “is this good?” or “is this clear?”  Tell your readers why you think a paragraph or a section is good, why you are unsure, or why you think a paragraph might be unclear or in need of help. 
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
