Assignment Overview
So far in this class we have looked in (examining a personal literacy), looked out (at how objects have meaning in culture) and now it’s time to look around to see what it means to share literacy with a community of people. Project III asks you to really dig in to what “literacy” means by looking at the multiple ways that one topic is talked about. 

What to Do
1. Using the Class Annotated Bibliography (available on the class blog), choose one topic that seems especially interesting to you

2. Once you have a topic, the next step is to locate/map out all the places that this term is used (popular, trade, academic are good places to start). Use your research skills here. 
3. Using the five factors and the rhetorical appeals, describe the different writing situations that you find the term used in. 

a. Who talks about this term? 

b. How is this term used?

c. What sort of context is this term often found in?

d. More. This is not a comprehensive list.

4. Once you have outlined the different places where this term lives, compare and contrast the ways that it is discussed

5. Draw some conclusions about what literacy means in the context of your topic.

In order to answer these questions you will need to consult a variety of sources, both primary and secondary. We will come up with a list of potential sources in class on 3.27.
