Assignment Overview
We’ve already worked with annotated bibliographies as a brainstorming tool this semester as a large group. Now it’s time for you to create one focused on your topic for P3. In order to do this, you will need to find 20 sources about your topic—and remember that sources can be pretty much anything. Keeping in mind the goals of P3 (to see the different ways a topic is talked about) you will want to find a range of sources that approach the topic from different angles—think of the 5 factors. Feel free to include sources from the class blog (yours or something someone else has posted) as well as anything else you have used previously this semester. 

What to Do
1. Compile a list of 20 sources in MLA format

a. You don’t need to read all of them thoroughly, but you should have an idea of what they are about and why you want to use it

2. Write annotations for five of the sources—choose the five that seem the most central to your project (200 words each)

a. 100 word summary

b. 100 word analysis

3. Include a paragraph (250 word minimum) at the beginning of the document that tells a story about how you see all these sources potentially coming together.
